Proposal for AGM
Agendaitem No.7

Under page No.4 of BKS bylaw clause Il Working of the Samajam point 1 & 2 indicates
that the 'Executive Committee (consisting of office bearers) shall be elected at the Annual
General Body Meeting every two years. Executive committee so elected shall hold office
for a period of two years (i.e. two financial years.). In case of contest for any posts the
candidates should be elected through secret ballet paper.
